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new winning tradition of football at 
Coldwater High School.   

In those 20 season under the leader-
ship of Reed and current Head 
Coach Chip Otten, the program has 
posted a record of 232-42, an 88% 
winning percentage.  They have 
been to the playoffs all but one of 
those seasons (1996) where they 
have a record of 60-14 including 10 
State Final appearances and 5 gold 
trophies.   

This year is also the 10th anniver-
sary of the Cavaliers first State Title.  
Since 2005 the Cavs have appeared 
in 8 title games including each of the 
last six seasons. 

Since 2000 Coldwater has won more 
football games (187) than any pro-
gram in the state of Ohio regardless 
of size. 

In 2012 the Senior Class establshied 
a new OHSAA football record as 
they participated in 60 games in 
four years a feat never before 
attained.  It has been duplicated by 
the Classes of 2013 and 2014 also. 

Coldwater is a charter member of 
the mighty Midwest Athletic Confer-
ence which following then end of 
the 2014-15 school year has accu-
mulated 114 State Championships 
including 28 in football.  Last season 
the conference won THREE state 
titles - Coldwater, Marion Local and 
Minster. 

The Coldwater Cavaliers enter the 
2015 season as the reigning three-
time defending Division 5 state 
champions.

Let the Season Commence

	 The 2015 high school football season is 
upon us, and now the talk of what could 
be can be converted into action.
	 The first Friday of the season features 
a plethora of key non-conference match-
ups. The Western Buckeye League goes 
into league play in Week Two while the 
Midwest Athletic Conference will play 
another week of non-conference games 
before going into the MAC wars.
	 Here’s a small summary of the area 
games on Friday night. All will kick off 
at 7:30 p.m. except for the Marion Local-
McComb and St. Marys-Sidney games, 
which will start a half hour earlier at 7 p.m.

MARION LOCAL AT McCOMB
	 The defending Division VII state 
champs are now back in Division VI and  
face a tough competitor   in the Panthers. 
McComb went 8-4 last season and lost to 
fellow Blanchard Valley Conference mem-
ber Arlington in the regional semifinals. 
Marion holds a 2-0 lead in the all-time 
series.
	 The Flyers and Panthers, who have won 
at least eight games each of the last five 

seasons, met in the 2012 Division VI state 
semifinals at Wapakoneta’s Harmon Field. 
Marion needed three overtimes before 
pulling out a 34-28 win to advance to the 
state title game.
	 McComb coach Kris Alge, who like Fly-
ers coach Tim Goodwin played collegial-
ity at Findlay, has a big offensive line that 
averages 263  pounds. While the Panthers 
will miss Clay Grubb at quarterback, Mal-
achi Abbott, who started in the postseason 
after Grubb was hurt, is solid and returns 
his top three receivers in Tyler Parker (450 
yards, 7 TDs), Austin Davis (299 yards, 2 
TDs) and Chas Shoop (271 yards, 2 TDs).
	 The Flyers do have to replace All-Ohio-
ans Dustin Rethman and Jacy Goette-
moeller on offense, but first-team All-stater 
Hunter Wilker returns as one of the best 
all-purpose players in 
the state. Add in Aar-
on Nietfeld at tailback 
and three returning 
starters on the offen-
sive line, including 6-6, 
290-pound sophomore 
John Dirksen, the Flyers 
have the potential to put 
up points again this sea-
son after setting a school 
record with 656 points 

scored last season.
	 The Flyer defense allowed just 88 points 
in 2014, including just 14 in the postseason.
	

KENTON AT COLDWATER
	 This opener has been a measuring stick 
game for both teams over the last two 
years, with the winner usually relying on 
the other team winning a lot of games the 
rest of the season to ensure playoff spots. 
Both teams had great 2014 seasons. The 
Cavaliers won the Division V state title 
and the Wildcats made 
it to the state semifinals 
in Division IV.
	 Kenton features a 
dominating quarter-
back in Trent Hites, who 
threw for 4,175 tards 
and 34 touchdowns last 
season as a sophomore. 
Hites will have to look 
to new receivers after 
Colyn Blackford (1,651 
yards, 15 TDs) and Kollin Stollar (1,468 
yards, 16 TDs) graduated.
	 Jack Hemmelgarn succeeds two-time 
Division V Offensive Player of the Year 
Brody Hoying at quarterback. With a good 
core of skill players returning as well as 

several key linemen, the Cavaliers should 
not miss a beat.
	 In the last two meetings between the 
teams, the losing team has scored just two 
points.

FORT LORAMIE AT MINSTER 
	 Minster drops down to Division VII 
after winning the Division VI state title 
last year and immediately opens with a 
potential regional opponent in next-door 
neighbor Fort Loramie.
	 The Redskins go through several 
changes this season after founding coach 
Matt Burgbarcher moved on to Troy. For-
mer Minster coach Whit Parks takes over 
a team that has made six straight playoff 
appearances.
	 Fort Loramie lost a lot of offense from 
last season, but running back Justin Siegel 
returns after rushing for 511 yards and a 
team high eight touchdowns in 2014.
	 Even with Eli Wolf joining older brother 
Ethan at Tennessee, Minster quarterback 
Josh Nixon has enough ammunition in 
stock to allow him the ability to throw to 
multiple receivers with returning Bryce 
Schmiesing and Jacob Dues. 

Hunter Wilker will look to help Marion Local extend its winning streak to 38 games 
as the Flyers open the 2015 football season on the road against McComb, which  also 
made the postseason in 2014.

Late vote 
makes for 
some
changes
	 Every two years, the OHSAA reclas-
sifies its football teams based on enroll-
ment, placing them in their appropriate 
divisions and regions. This year included 
a new change. The passage of Ohio House 
Bill 487 in July 2014 gave community and 
STEM school students the opportunity to 
participate in extracurricular activities at 
their local public school.
	 Since data from the Ohio Department 
of Education included the public school 
district where students reside, the OHSAA 
decided to include community school and 
STEM school students in the enrollment of 
local public schools. This greatly increased 
the enrollment numbers of many city 
schools. For instance, many of the Colum-
bus public schools moved up two divi-
sions in football.
	 So, after putting in 60 hours prepar-
ing for analyzing the computer points 
during the 2015 season, I left for a well-
earned week long vacation (“Vacation 
from what?” responded those who know 
me best).
	 When I returned in early August, I 
found that the divisions and regions had 
been changed for many teams. OHSAA 
Commissioner Dan Ross explained that 
“the feedback we’ve received from many 
member schools across the state about the 
negative impact this had on tournament 
divisional movement for schools, com-
bined with the belief that so few of these 
students currently take advantage of these 
participation opportunities, made us real-
ize it is best for us to study this issue fur-
ther.” It is possible a rumored-threatened 
lawsuit from the Columbus public schools

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also influenced this decision.
	 So, what is the result of all this?  
Almost no changes were placed 
upon teams in the WBL. Celina, 
St. Marys and Wapakoneta will 
all remain in Division III, Region 
10. St. Marys was briefly demoted 
down to Division IV but returned 
to Division III after the August 
adjustment.
	 Elida, Defiance and Lima Shaw-
nee are also in Division III, but in 
the northern Region 8. Van Wert 
and Ottawa-Glandorf move up 
from Division V to Division IV, 
where they will join Bath and Ken-
ton in Region 12.
	 The MAC sees many more sig-
nificant changes from last year.
	 Defending state champion 
Coldwater remains in Division V, 
but the August adjustment moved 
the Cavaliers from the northern 
Region 16 to the southern Region 
18. Coldwater will be joined there 
by Anna and Versailles, both of 
which are moving up from Divi-
sion VI last year.
	 Division VII teams across the 
state breathed a sigh of relief when 
they saw that Marion Local, who 
has won the state championship 
in Ohio’s smallest division each of 
the last four years, is moving up 
to Division VI. The Flyers will be 
joined in Region 22 by St. Henry 
and Parkway.
	 Before they could relax too 
much, Division VII schools noticed 
that the defending Division VI 
state champions from Minster 
have dropped down into the 
smallest division. New Bremen 
also falls into Region 26 from Divi-
sion VI last year, and these two 
will be joined by Fort Recovery. 
Delphos St. John’s was also initially 
in this same region, but the August 
adjustment sent them north into 
Region 24 instead.

CELINA AT VERSAILLES 
	 The Bulldogs look to rebound 
from a 5-5 2014 season, but face a 
big challenge in an experienced 
Tigers team that made the play-
offs last season.
	 Versailles, under the guidance 
of former Delphos St. John’s full-
back Adam Miller, has picked up 
the running game that was its 
calling card during the era of hall 
of fame coach Al Hetrick after 
several years of working with a 
passing game. 
	 Colin Peters returns after 
rushing for nearly 1,200 yards 
during the 2014 regular season. 
Quaterback Jared Niekamp (37-
91, 793 yards, 11 TDs/6 INTs) 
returns but will need to find 
a new go-to receiver after Jace 
Barga graduated. Barga caught 
nearly a third of Niekamp’s com-
pletions (12 catches for 414 yards, 
5 TDs).
	 Celina has Caleb Hoyng back 
at quarterback and Garett Win-
get returns at running back, but 
Hoyng will have several new 
receivers to pass to this season.

LEHMAN AT 
FORT RECOVERY

	 This could be a good battle 
between a pair of teams who 
made the Division VII, Region 26 
playoffs. 
	 Both squads had their sea-
sons end at the hands of even-
tual champion Marion Local. The 

Indians’ loss came in the regional 
semifinal. The Cavs were taken 
down by the Flyers the following 
week in the regional final. 
	 The Indians have returning 
starters across the board and are 
hoping for an even greater run 
this time around. They have five 
starters returning on the offen-
sive side of the ball, including 
QB Caleb Martin, and seven on 
defense. 
	 The Cavaliers were hit heav-
ily by graduation but still have 
lofty goals for this season. QB 
Nick Rourke, a three-year start-
er, is now gone and senior Ste-
phen Monnin will try to keep the 
Lehman offense on point. More 
than 2,000 rushing yards were 
graduated off Lehman’s 2014 
team, accounted for by Rourke, 
Greg Spearman, Skylar Brown 
and Lane Monnin. 

COVINGTON AT ST. HENRY 
	 For another season opener, it 
will be MAC power St. Henry 
against Covington, a perennial 
Cross County Conference con-
tender and playoff threat. 
	 St. Henry won last year’s game 
34-7 and finished the year 6-4. 
The Buccs finished 6-5, losing to 
Lehman in the opening round of 
the Division VII, Region 26 play-
offs. 	
	 Redskin RB Jesse Niekamp 
will look to have another strong  
game against the Buccs. Last sea-
son, he rushed for 190 yards and 
four TDs on his way to becoming 
one of the top backs in the MAC. 

CRESTVIEW AT PARKWAY
	 The Panthers open the season 
with one of many tests on their 
loaded schedule. 
	 Crestview won last year’s 
game 35-0, and that began a 
stretch of six games in which the 
Panthers failed to reach double 
digits. 
	 The Knights went 8-3 last 
year, losing to Spencerville in the 
opening round of the Division 
VI, Region 20 playoffs. 
	 Parkway went 1-9 with its lone 
win coming at New Bremen.  
Including Crestview, the Pan-
thers have seven playoff teams 
from 2014 on their schedule.  

BRADFORD AT NEW 
BREMEN

	 After a year’s hiatus, football 
is back at Bradford. 
	 The Railroaders and Cardinals 
are both beginning new eras. For 
Bradford, coach Nathan Hyatt 
takes over looking to return the 
program to the glory that it expe-
rienced during the 2012 season 
— the first playoff berth for the 
team since 1982. At New Bremen, 
the Chris Schmidt era begins as 
the Cardinals try to put an end to 
a 24-game losing skid. 

ST. MARYS AT SIDNEY
	 Coach Doug Frye returned 
to the sidelines for St. Marys 
last season and helped snap the 
team’s 21-game losing streak in 
its opener with a 71-21 thump-
ing over the Yellow Jackets. In 

that win, St. Marys racked up a 
school-record 729 yards on the 
ground. 
	 The Roughriders finished last 

season at 5-5, highlighted by a 
21-13 win over rival Celina. 
	 Sidney is coming off a 2-8 
campaign.

	 The hype train has officially entered 
the station. Next stop is Coldwater’s Cava-
lier Stadium on Friday night. 
	 The Midwest Athletic Conference 
matchup between the Minster Wildcats 
and Coldwater Cavaliers will be the closest 
thing to a state championship in Septem-
ber. It’s one of the marquee MAC games 
over the next two weeks that feature 
defending state champions. Coach Geron 
Stokes and his Wildcats are involved in 
both as four-time state champion Marion 
Local comes to town on Sept. 18. 
	 “Our approach doesn’t change for a 
game like this,” Stokes said. “You’ve got 
to be fundamentally sound. You’ve got 
to execute your stuff and you’ve got to 
play like your hair is on fire. That’s our 
number one deal: Are we going to lay 
down because they’re Coldwater? Hon-
estly, that’s the question.” 
	 The Wildcats, last year’s state winner in 
Division VI, and the Cavaliers, three-time 
defending V champs, both enter the con-
test unbeaten after dismantling quality 
opponents in Weeks 1 and 2. Each team 
comes equipped with highly-efficient 
offenses and defenses that have been just 
as sharp. Both return experienced and 
talented players who have proved time 
and again to possess an innate ability to 
compete at the highest level. 
	 “We want it to be a slugfest,” Stokes 
said. “Two really good teams that play the 
right way and compete like crazy. We’re 
expecting a fight, number one.”
	 Coldwater leads the all-time series 
47-13-1, including a 28-17 win in Week 
3 of last season. The Cavaliers defeated 
the Wildcats without all-state quarterback 
Brody Hoying in 2014, due largely in part 
to the play of their offensive line. Jack 
Hemmelgarn threw for 175 yards and 

three touchdowns and the O-line opened 
up holes for Chris Post to break free for 
154 yards. Coldwater coach Chip Otten 
said the battle in the trenches and at the 
skill positions should play a big role in 
this one, too.
	 “They’ve got several good skill position 
players back and we do as well,” Otten 
said. “It’ll be a really interesting matchup 
between our skill guys and their skill 
guys, because they’re mostly returning all 
of those guys, so that’s a huge key. Then 
the second matchup that will be huge is 
the O-line and D-line. We always talk to 
our O-line guys about this is where the 
game is won. Who can get pressure on 
the other team’s quar-
terback and maybe do 
that without blitzing? 
That could be a huge 
factor.” 
	 Minster quarter-
back Josh Nixon has 
remained scary good 
this year after a remark-
able 2014 postseason. 
The senior has com-
pleted 32-of-46 passing 
attempts for 507 yards 
with an 8-to-0 touchdown-to-interception 
ratio in the Wildcats’ two wins over a pair 
of 2014 playoff qualifiers in Fort Loramie 
(41-7) and Lehman (31-13). 
	 Nixon’s biggest targets have returned 
strong as well in Bryce 
Schmiesing (11 recep-
tions, 219 yards, three 
TDs) and Jacob Dues 
(eight catches, 122 
yards, four TDs). Senior 
running back Evan 
Huelsman had some 
big moments last sea-
son during Minster’s 
run to the state title 
and he is fresh off a 

103-yard performance against Lehm-
an. The balance of run-pass is a style of 
offense unlike which the Cavs have seen 
through two games this season. 
	 “Kenton — we knew they were going 
to throw every play,” Otten explained. 
“Last week, Jefferson, for the most part, 
was a pure-run team. Now we’ve got 
to defend both. That becomes an added 
weapon for them if they can run the ball 
and throw the ball. 
	 “Typically we say if we can stop the 
run and get into a throwing game, then 
you can do some different things with 
coverages and blitzes and all those other 
things to try and disrupt the pass.” 
	 The Coldwater defense has been nearly 

impossible to breach, having surrendered 
just six total points and 327 yards in wins 
over Kenton (42-0) and Jefferson (35-6). 
Tony Rammel leads that group with 16 
tackles, Patrick Klosterman has added 11 
tackles and Neal Muhlenkamp 10. 
	 Quarterback Jack Hemmelgarn has 
done a good job at keeping all of his weap-
ons happy during the opening weeks. In 
his first year as a full-time starter, Hem-
melgarn is 33-of-42 for 468 yards with 
a touchdown-to-int. ratio of 7-to-1. His 
seven passing scores have gone to five dif-
ferent players. 
	 “Jack’s played great,” Otten said. “He’s 
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Cavs, Wildcats set for battle WBL

WBL gets started; the MAC is on deck

	 The WBL began conference play last 
week, so from now on, league members 
will win half and lose half of their games, 
unlike last week when WBL teams were 
victorious seven times. 
	 Three games in the WBL featured win-
ners from the first week up against teams 
who had lost their opening game. Two of 
the three contests saw the 0-1 team emerge 
victorious, so the league is wasting no time 
in its annual attempt to achieve parity 
with the exception of the top team or two. 
This makes the WBL a fascinating confer-
ence to watch every week, but it doesn’t 
earn the league a lot of playoff teams.
 	 The number of undefeated teams in 

the WBL fell from seven last week to 
just three (St. Marys, Wapakoneta and 
Ottawa-Glandorf). However, only one 
winless team (Lima Shawnee) remains 
at this point. That means the majority of 
the teams in the conference (Celina, Lima 
Bath, Elida, Kenton, Defiance and Van 
Wert) are now 1-1.
 	 The MAC was still in non-conference 
play, but teams from the conference col-
lected five wins and five losses on the 
weekend. The difference in this league 
was that all five winners had also won 
the week before, so the MAC still has 
five undefeated teams (Coldwater, Mar-
ion Local, Minster, St. Henry and Fort 
Recovery).
	 Versailles and New Bremen are both 1-1 
while Anna, Delphos St. John’s and Park-

way are winless and already in postseason 
trouble.

puter points do not mean much for anoth-
er couple of weeks, it is nice to see St.

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throwing it around 80 percent I 
think, and a lot of those are down-
the-field throws. He knows how to 
play. He just knows when to throw 
it and who to throw it to. Then we 
have those four or five good skill 
guys ... Jack’s done a good job of 

spreading the wealth to all those 
guys.”
	 Aaron Harlamert (nine catches, 
161 yards, two TDs), Kraig Schoen-
herr (four catches, 87 yards, one 
TD) and Kyle McKibben (seven 
catches, 47 yards, two TDs) provide 
the Cavs with home-run threats on 
the outside. Chris Post has shown 

the ability to run and catch it out of 
the backfield as he comes into the 
game with 154 yards and two TDs 
on the ground and an additional 
133 yards receiving. 
	 “They’re loaded talent wise, 
man,” Stokes said. “They have so 
much pure talent at almost every 
spot.” 

	 Coldwater enters riding a 
10-game winning streak and 
Minster’s is at nine. Streaks aside, 
though, this game represents a 
mental hurdle for the Wildcats 
more than anything else. Last 
year’s run to the state title was the 
most success a Minster football 
team has had in 25 years, although 

an MAC championship didn’t 
accompany it in the trophy case. 
In order to be the MAC’s top dog, 
the Wildcats must beat Coldwater 
and Marion Local, something that 
hasn’t happened regularly for any 
other school over the last several 
years. 
	 “We felt going into the last two 

years that we have been timid 
and gun-shy, almost giving these 
guys too much respect, rather than 
going and just letting it fly,” said 
Stokes on playing the MAC’s top 
teams. “I think that’s a good ques-
tion: Can we get our kids ready to 
go fight?”

will get from their win over 
McComb. Beallsville, in contrast, 
will likely benefit the Flyers the 
most by only playing seven var-
sity games, which will lower their 
second level points divisor from 
100 to 97 by the end of the year. 
This will likely gain Marion Local 
about a tenth of a point on its final 
computer-point average. Park-
way is probably going to need six 
MAC wins to see the postseason.

	 Only seven teams are 2-0 in this 
region, with 11 others at 1-1 and 
nine without a victory. Minster 
and Fort Recovery have the same 
computer points because they 
each beat the same two teams. 
MAC play will be needed to sepa-
rate these two, especially their 
game in Fort Recovery during 
the seventh week of the season. 
Although it is ridiculously early 
for such predictions, it appears 

six wins should get either team 
(or New Bremen) into the playoffs, 
with a seventh win needed to gain 
a home playoff game.
 
Other Regions of Interest
 	 Though they each have a win, 
Defiance (16th) and Elida (20th) 
are in the bottom half of Region 
8, but they are placed much better 
than winless Shawnee.
 	 Ottawa-Glandorf is currently 
the top-ranked team in Region 
12, while Kenton (eighth) and 1-1 
Van Wert (11th) are among the 

top teams with a loss. Bath is the 
worst ranked of the 1-1 teams 
since its win was over a winless 
Division VII school.
	 Last year, Delphos St. John’s 
reached the playoffs in Region 24 
with only two MAC wins after 
winning its two non-conference 
games. This year, the Blue Jays 
are 0-2, one of 15 winless teams 
in the worst region in the state. It 
appears they will need five MAC 
wins to see the postseason this 
year.

	 It has been several years since the 
Battle of Grand Lake has meant more 
than just bragging rights between the 
rivals from Celina and St. Marys.
	 Even after both teams lost their 
first WBL game last week, the Bull-
dogs and Roughriders still have plen-
ty to play for when Celina Stadium 
hosts the 97th renewal of the across-
the-lake rivalry Friday night.
	 Both teams are just a game back of 
unbeaten Wapakoneta in the league 
standings, but more importantly, both 
are still in the battle for a spot in the 
Division III, Region 10 playoff bracket.
	 “They’re 5-1 and coming in fairly 
similar to us with just one league 
loss,” Celina coach Trent Temple said. 
“Coach Frye will have his kids ready 
to go because of the rivalry. 
	 “There’s that emotional high 
(being a rivalry game), but it lasts so 
long. Eventually it wears off and then 
it’s the coaching and what the players 
do by making plays, blocking and 
tackling and doing the things they 
need to do to be successful.”
	 “Coach Temple has done a tre-
mendous job with the Celina pro-
gram,” said Doug Frye, who is 11-1 
against Celina in his two terms as the 
Roughriders’ coach. “This may be, 
if not the best, one of the best Celina 
teams that we’ve faced.
	 “(Celina) always plays exception-
ally well (at Celina Stadium). The 
first thing is we’re going to have to 
weather the storm (of emotions early 
in the game). We have not been an 
early-in-the-game football team so far 
this season. We have to weather the 

storm in the first half.”
	 St. Marys has had to battle through 
injuries, especially in the offensive 
backfield after losing backs Bo Kuen-
ning, who had a breakout game last 
year against Celina with 182 yards 
rushing, and Chase Roop. 
	 Eric Spicer has filled the role of go-
to back this season. Spicer has rushed 
for 794 yards and eight touchdowns. 
Logan Maze adds 346 yards rushing 
and three scores and Julius Fisher 
chips in with 182 yards and three 
scores.
	 Celina has had trouble stopping 
teams on the run this season, giving 
up an average of 213.2 yards per game 
on the ground this season. Wapako-
neta, one of the better running teams 
in the WBL, rushed for 285 last week 
against the Bulldogs.
	 “They spend a lot of time working 
at (the Wing-T). We have to make sure 
defensively to do our assignments,” 
Temple said. “We need to get where 
need to be and read our keys. We do 
those things, we’ll be in position to 
make plays.”
	 Frye has high praise for the Celina 
defense.
	 “Number one, it’s coach Temple,” 
said Frye, referring to Temple’s help-
ing run the defense. “He and I go way 
back, having coached together in all-
star games. You know coach Temple 
is a defense-oriented guy. He coaches 
great defense, so you know his kids 
will come ready to play.”
	 Frye has been impressed with the 
way Celina’s offense has been pro-
ducing through the first six weeks of 
the season.  Caleb Hoyng has been 
efficient even with a slip last week 
against Wapakoneta. Hoyng has 

thrown for 814 yards and eight touch-
downs and rushed for 353 yards and 
seven scores.
	 Ryan Harter has become an all-
purpose back in the Bulldogs’ offen-
sive set. Harter leads the team in rush-
ing with 354 yards and receiving with 
254 yards with two scores and two 
touchdowns. Harter also is second on 
the team in tackles with 42 and has a 
punt return touchdown to his credit.
	 “Really, they have a talent pool 
with a number of good skill kids with 
Hoyng and Harter back there,” Frye 
said. “They have kids who can catch 
the ball. Provides a lot of talent.”
	 St. Marys’ defense had been near 
the top of the league rankings in 
yards allowed and points allowed 
before the 300-rushing yard, 28-point 
outburst by Bath last Friday. Fisher 
leads the team with 67 tackles with 
fellow linebacker Austin Giesige add-
ing 59 tackles.
	 “They move around a lot more 
than they used to,” Temple said of 
the Roughrider defense. “They jump 
in and out of different things. As far 
as their base look, it’s similar to what 
they’ve done. Those guys are aggres-
sive and get to the football.”
	 Ball control will be a key to the 
game. Celina has only turned the 
ball over four times this season (two 
interceptions, two fumbles), second-
best in the league. Both interceptions, 
Hoyng’s first two thrown this sea-
son, came last week against Wapak. 
St. Marys has recorded 12 takeaways 
this season but also leads the WBL in 
giveaways with 17, including a league-
high 11 lost fumbles.

Flyers, Cavs to meet in 
clash of champions

	 Big winning streaks. Big-time 
playmakers. Big stakes. Big crowd. 
An exceptionally big 50-50 pot. 
	 It’s hard to find a word other 
than “big” to quantify the sig-
nificance of Friday’s Marion 
Local-Coldwater game at Cavalier 
Stadium. 
	 The game has taken on the 
name “Clash of Champions” for 
good reason. This marks the sec-
ond consecutive year the Flyers 
(6-0, 4-0) and the Cavaliers (6-0, 
4-0) are undefeated, ranked atop 
the polls in their respective divi-
sions (Marion in Division VI, 
Coldwater in Division V) and atop 
the Midwest Athletic Conference 
standings. 
	 “This is a huge game for both 
teams. It’s been that way for a long 
time,” Marion Local coach Tim 
Goodwin said. “There’s always 
been a lot of league ramifications to 
it, and this year, we’re just looking 
forward to another one of those.” 
	 Friday’s game will be the epic 
conclusion to a portion of the MAC 
regular-season schedule that fea-
tures three games between 2014 
defending state champions. Cold-
water will be seeking its first win 
in the series since 2012, a 27-0 victo-
ry over a Flyer team that marched 

on to win the Division VI state 
championship. The Flyers won 
last year’s game 20-0. The season 
before, Marion won 47-14, setting 
into motion a two-year stretch that 
ended with MAC titles. 
	 “There’s a huge pride factor — 
when you lose two in a row, you 
certainly don’t want that to hap-
pen again,” Coldwater coach Chip 
Otten said. 
	 “There’s definitely a confidence 
level. Whether we can carry it over 
into the game and make the plays 
(remains to be seen).” 
	 There’s a reason why Coldwater 
is confident. This year, the Orange 
and Black looks like the new Blue 
and Gold. Through six weeks, the 
Cavaliers are on a 2014 Flyer-esque 
pace. They’ve outscored opponents 
225-20 — a 37.5-to-3.3 margin of 
victory — and their defense hasn’t 
allowed a point in the first three 
quarters of any game. Three of 
Coldwater’s opponents — Jeffer-
son, Minster and St. Henry — have 
winning records and would make 
the playoffs if they began today. 
	 “We’ve played pretty well in all 
three phases,” Otten said. “Our 
kicking game has been outstand-
ing, so the field position has been 
just incredible for us. We’ve stayed 
really healthy. I know (Chris) Petey 
Post didn’t play last week, but he’s 
back this week and he’s fine. We 

don’t have one varsity guy that has 
any issues at all really — they all 
feel good. 
	 “We have experience. Our guys 
that we hoped would be really 
good this year are doing well and 
we’re spreading the wealth.”  
	 By comparison, last year’s state 
champion Marion team had out-
scored opposition 270-55 through 
six games. The 2015 version of the 
Flyers has been really good, too. 
	 Marion Local was pushed to the 
limit against 5-1 McComb during 
Week One and came out a 24-22 
winner. Other than that, the Fly-
ers’ only other close contest was 
against the Minster Wildcats, a 
game they won 20-7 on the road in 
Week Four. In total, Marion holds a 
237-61 edge over all six opponents, 
a list that also includes Beallsville, 
New Bremen, St. Henry and Anna. 
They enter this contest fresh off a 
35-13 victory over the Rockets in 
Shelby County last Friday. 
	 “They’re always really well 
coached and they always get better 
as the season goes,” Otten compli-
mented. “The thing we will also 
expect this week is they’ve had 
some guys who have been nicked 
up and not playing both ways ... 
I’m going to expect that there will 
be 3-4 of those guys who have not

	 We are reaching the point 
of the season when it is almost 
time that certain teams can 
be declared to have locked up 
a playoff spot or to have been 
mathematically eliminated from 
postseason consideration. We 
are also reaching the time of 
year when what appear to be 
the big games are not necessar-
ily the most important games 
for teams trying to reach the 
playoffs.
	 The big area game this week is 
undefeated, top ranked, defend-
ing state champion Marion Local 
visiting undefeated, top ranked 
and defending state champion 
Coldwater. Attention from across 
the state will be on this game, 
and hardcore high school foot-
ball fans will be making the trip 
from hundreds of miles away to 
witness which team will be the 
eventual champion of the MAC.

The Coldwater football team let 

everyone know that the Cava-

liers are still a force to be reck-

oned with in 2015 as they shut 

out their traditional Week 1 

rival Kenton by a score of 42-0. 

These teams have met 32

The opening round of the playoffs 

more often than not feature match-

ups of teams who look equal on 

paper but in reality are not that 

evenly matched.

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It was excellent. It was entertaining, 
compelling, and worthy of nail-biting. 
Coldwater claimed (for a time) MAC 
supremacy with a thrilling last-second 
win Friday over Marion.  
 
Coldwater – In a word, it was a night of 
“wow”! 
 
Nothing less could describe the 
environment, the electricity, 
competition, and drama of the 
defending state champion Coldwater 
Cavalier’s 17-14 win Friday over MAC 
rival, and defending state champion, 
Marion Local – a game that literally 
came down to the last 10 seconds of the 
fourth quarter before Kyle McKibben 
won it for the now 7-0 Cavs with a field 
goal. 
 

And not just any field goal – no chip shot. 43 yards from the right hash mark and into a 
quartering breeze. Mike Nugent has missed two such attempts already this year for the Bengals 
and he’s paid millions to be automatic. It was something to see! 
 
There is no hyperbole, no expansion of the facts. An estimated 8,000 people showed up to sit, 
stand, or squat on whatever they could find to watch it…as Coldwater snapped Marion’s 43-
game winning streak, spanning three seasons and three state titles! 
 
You ask, wow? The 50-50 pot for the winning ticket was an impressive $11,437 dollars. 
 
Pitting the state’s #1 teams, respectively, in divisions V and VI, it was a simple display of 
execution and class under pressure…of character and recourse when you would least expect it. 
And yet, somehow you knew when Marion was down 14-6 in the fourth quarter they were far 
from done. One observer from behind the end zone who’d watched them for years compared 
trying to beat the eight-time champion Flyers to killing a poisonous snake.

Coldwater Ends Marion’s Win Streak On A Night Of “Wow” 
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Coldwater got that lead by no less than the most impressive of means. Midway through the first 
quarter quarterback Jack Hemmelgarn connected with wide receiver Neal Muhlenkamp down 
the left sideline for 61 yards and a touchdown. That 7-0 lead would stand through halftime. 
 
Marion came back in the third with an impressive 80 yard drive that ultimately saw quarterback 
Cole Griesdorn scoot 6 yards and dive at the pylon to score what would have been the tying 
touchdown. The touchdown was good, yes, but the extra point kick attempt was spoiled by a 
bad snap. 
 
An impressive return on the ensuing kick set 
Coldwater up at near midfield, where two 
plays later Hemmelgarn again connected…this 
time with Aaron Harlamert for 39 yards and 
finger-tip grab in the end zone to send the 
score to 14-6.  
 
Yet, it was not a perfect effort by either 
team…by no means. Penalties were costly for 
both teams. 
 
Marion was flagged 6 times for 54 yards, the 
most costly nullifying a 50-yard first quarter 
romp by Hunter Wilker for what would have 
been the opening score of the game. 
 
And Coldwater was assessed 8 times for 75 
yards, aiding and abetting Marion drives at the 
most inopportune of times. 
 
But, wow. With two minutes remaining in the 
fourth Marion took possession at its 18 yard line and started chipping away…running back 
Aaron Nietfeld, Griesdorn, and Wilker, making their way downfield. With 33 seconds remaining, 
and fourth and one from the Coldwater 3 yard line, Matt Kahlig hauled in a pass from Griesdorn 
to make the score 14-12. A moment later, Griesdorn optioned right, saw a gap in the middle of 
the line, and wormed his way into the end zone for a successful two-point conversion to tie it at 
14-14.

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The Marion stands, packed to capacity, roared.  
 
The Coldwater side, equally attended, stood in stunned silence. 
 
With 30 seconds remaining in regulation Marion chose to “squib” the kickoff, ostensibly to 
eliminate the threat of a long return. It backfired! 
 
Coldwater’s Chris Post picked up the football at his own 35 and brought it back over midfield, 
pushed out of bounds at the Marion 45. 
 
The clock ticked down as Hemmelgarn negotiated the yardage necessary to put Kyle McKibben 

into field goal range…three plays, three passes 
completed and out of bounds to stop the clock 
with 2 seconds on the clock. The ball was set 
down on the 32 yard line, making it a 42-yard 
attempt. Perfect snap, perfect hold…and perfect 
kick! Good from 42, it would have been good 
from 52! 
 
“That’s the first time I’ve ever done it in a game,” 
McKibben said later. “In practice I’ve kicked it 
from 19 or 20 yards in a game-winning situation, 
but never that far.” 
 
“I was thinking overtime, to tell you the truth,” 
admitted Cavaliers coach Chip Otten. “But we got 
a good return on the kickoff and we practice that. 
We call it “hurry, hurry” and we got three good 
plays to set it up. We put ourselves in position, 
took a shot at it, and fortunately he made it. I’m 
just glad we didn’t have to go to overtime.” 
 
In a game with cloak and dagger overtones, Otten 
was pleased with the way his team simply 

executed under stress, having built a lead, lost that lead, and still managed to win at the end.

“It’s awesome for our seniors and the way they made it happen,” he said. “But we also hope 
the younger guys begin to understand what it’s like, as well…that it can be fun, it can be 
exciting, it can be awesome. But you gotta’ buy into that. You have to believe you can do it 
when things get tough.” 
 
Jack Hemmelgarn handled it 
perfectly, setting a future 
example in the manner in which 
previous quarterbacks, Austin 
Bruns and Brody Hoying, had 
done for him – his two perfect 
touchdown leads to 
Muhlenkamp and Harlamert key 
to any chance of victory.  
 
“We knew what we had on both 
plays,” he said. “Neal and Aaron 
both made great moves on their 
routes. They gave me a space 
and I just had to throw it where 
they could get it and the 
defenders couldn’t.” 
 
Easy as that? Wow? 
 
“This was important because they’re a great team,” Hemmelgarn added. “They’re fightin’ the 
whole game, we’re fightin’ the whole game, and it went that way to the last second. Their 
defense was outstanding tonight, and our defense was great, too. It was a great football game.” 
 
Aaron Harlamert has been around, has won titles, and in Chip Otten’s words, he’s grown to 
understand just how awesome, how much fun it can be to make a play when the game is on the 
line. 
 
“I knew that eventually we were going to hit on a play like that,” he said of his touchdown 
catch, with a smile. “The coverage was actually great, but Jack just made a money throw and I 
knew I had to make a play. Sometimes the hardest catch to make is the one that’s open like 
that.

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“This was a special game,” Harlamert added. “They beat us pretty good the past two years and 
we seniors just took it upon ourselves to get it back, for us, and the seniors on those teams 
from last year and before.” 
 
Wow, performance in the clutch and some character, too. Which is what Marion’s Tim Goodwin 
talked about afterwards in the few words he shared despite some obvious letdown. 
 
“I’m proud of what we did tonight, the way we played. I thought we deserved to go to overtime 
and I liked our chances had we got to overtime. But Coldwater made the plays when they had 
to. You have to give them credit. They have a heckuva’ defense and they made it tough all 
night. But I’m proud of our kids. They showed they’re champions tonight…that they’ll be a 
tough ‘out’ in Division VI.” 
 
In fact the state will take notice. Once again Marion and Coldwater showed, lest anyone doubt 
after all the years and titles…that no one’s better at executing under pressure, of finding a way 
to compete, and win. 
 
Coldwater finished with 303 total yards on just 41 
plays; Marion tallied 236 on 61 plays. 
 
Jack Hemmelgarn was 11 for 17 for 193 yards and 
two touchdowns for the Cavaliers. Chris Post ran 
15 times for 89 yards. 
 
Aaron Nietfeld rushed 22 times for 112 yards and 
a 5.1 yard average for Marion. 
 
All the passion. All the people. All that 50-50 
money. 
 
And all the customary confidence and competitive 
character from the state’s perennial champions as 
another post-season looms. It was as plain as the 
game on the field. 
 
Wow!

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Coldwater turned old school (for them) and 
“schooled” Cincinnati Hills Christian Academy 
to advance to the regional finals. 
 
Piqua – Someone may beat Coldwater 
between now and the first weekend in 
December.  Miracles do happen this time of 
year. 
 
But trust Cincinnati Hills Christian Academy 
coach Eric Taylor when he contends that to do 
so something cataclysmic would have to 
happen.  Maybe an epidemic of some new 
strain of flu.  Or, someone plays 13 men 
against them with an officiating crew that can 
count or doesn’t pay attention. 
 
CHCA (10-2) and Taylor probably believed they 
had a shot Friday with a team that was bigger, athletic, and physical…plus the motivation of 
having been knocked out last year by the same Coldwater team.  Instead, they got “schooled” 
by the three-time-consecutive state champs, seeking their fourth! 
 
Taylor learned the hard way what so many other Coldwater opponents have discovered;  that 
for whatever you take away from Coldwater you allow something else.  CHCA took away the big 
play through the air, for instance, only to have running backs Chris Post and Kraig Schoenherr 
have their biggest nights rushing of the season in a 44-14 Coldwater win. 
 
It resembled a thing of legend.  Post and Schoenherr went old school, hammering the CHCA 
defensive front for a combine 28 carries and 176 yards on the ground.  In all, Coldwater ran the 
ball 36 times for 202 yards while quarterback Jack Hemmelgarn completed 18 of 21 for 208 
yards and two touchdowns.  The Cavaliers ran 57 plays for 410 total yards for their most 
balanced offensive output of the season. 
 
Post was spectacular, accounting for 120 yards on 20 carries and finished the night with three 
touchdowns, one through the air and two more on runs of 1 and 6 yards.  To their credit, CHCA 
literally tore the shirt off the 6′, 190 pound senior, but still couldn’t stop him.  Stripped of his

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familiar #18 jersey in the second quarter, he borrowed #19 from sophomore Tyler Backs to 
finish the game. 
 
Kicker Kyle McKibben contributed six extra points and a 29-yard field goal to complete the 
scoring. 
 
“You just don’t get a break against Coldwater,”  said Taylor after the game.  “They’re so 
consistent and they just make plays.  They’re a terrific program with 80-some kids out and they 
just line up and one after another they get the job done.  They’re smart football players.  You 
get ’em in third and long and they convert it on you.  They don’t make mistakes and they don’t 
give you much room for error.  You have to do your best to get their offense off the field and 
we couldn’t do that.” 

 
For the second year in a row Coldwater took out 
CHCA, drawing the natural comparison from Taylor 
of the Cavaliers with Brody Hoying, and the 
Cavaliers without him. 
 
“They’re different, that’s all I can say,” added 
Taylor.  “There’s no way I can say they’re better 
without him, but overall they may be quicker.  
They’re just a very good football program.” 
 
Chip Otten had that Cheshire cat grin as he talked 
about his team’s performance, without question 
probably feeling that he “deked” the Eagles after 
going over the top with the passing game on them 
last year.  Friday, he was content to just take what 
he was offered. 
 
“We were concerned with them because they had a 
big offensive line and their quarterback was very 
athletic.  They have a great running back so we 

were worried that they could knock us off the line.  But after the first series I saw that our 
defensive front was up for that challenge and I felt pretty good about things.  I thought we 
could move the ball with all our weapons.

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“They played a three-man front a lot and that 
gave us some natural seams to run the ball.  
Once we got ahead it was almost like an ego 
thing where we just wanted to pound the ball on 
’em.  We were quick enough to get to the 
boundary on them three times and outrun them 
to the end zone.  The O-line did a great job and 
when they overplayed our backs were good 
enough to cut it back underneath the pursuit.  
That’s the way it’s supposed to work.” 
 
But the defense came packing as well.  The 
pursuit made life miserable for Eagles’ 
quarterback Johnny Noyen, who ran 15 times for 
46 yards, but he was picked off twice through 
the air and never got into any kind of rhythm.  
Running back Kesean Gamble scored a pair of 
touchdowns on short runs, but had but 19 total 
yards on 8 carries for the game. 
 
In the locker room afterwards Kraig Schoenherr 
was matter-of-fact in his assessment of the game’s outcome. 
 
“They’re a big physical team but they weren’t as tough as we were,”  said Schoenherr.  “We just 
pounded it down their throats.” 
 
Chris Post played as well as anytime in his Coldwater career, an efficient night where he scored 
the three times and averaged six yards per carry.  Yet, his concern was anything but about 
individual success, or even the good feeling that comes when fate falls your way. 
 
“We have to go out and just be ourselves, and we did that,”  added Chris Post, modestly.  
“That’s always my biggest concern against any team.  We just have to go out and be who we 
are.” 
 
Jack Hemmelgarn, too, was the model of consistency, almost legendary.  And like Post and Chip 
Otten, content with winning without the big play through the air. 
 

Chris Post loses his shirt, literally, on this first half run. 
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“You don’t always have to make 
the big play that way,” he said 
confidently.  “Tonight we settled 
for a lot of the short throws and 
our run game was good for us.  
The offensive line was really 
great.  Those guys did a great job 
and when they play the way they 
did tonight we can mix it up and 
have a good game like that.  I’d 
give us an ‘A’.” 
 
The next step in the pursuit of 
four straight titles is the 
anticipated matchup with 
Brookville in next weekend’s 
regional final.   
 
The Blue Devils whipped up on 
Greeneview Friday, 49-7, and 
bring a bit of old school MAC 

nostalgia to the contest with Mike Hetrick, son of venerable Versailles coach, Al Hetrick, 
preparing them for their biggest football challenge in decades. 
 
 “Look forward to it,” said Kraig Schoenherr.  “We really haven’t had a tough, four-quarter game 
since Marion Local.  They’re going to try to pound it down our throat and we’ll have to be tough 
and just stick in there.” 
 
“Ever heard of Al Hetrick?”  Chris Post was asked. 
 
“I don’t know who he is,” he answered blankly. 
 
It probably doesn’t matter.  Just go out and be who you are. 
 
They’re making their own legends these days…in Coldwater. 
 

Timing was perfect as Jack Hemmelgarn (background) hooked up with Aaron

sent defending champ Coldwater past Wheelersburg and 
back to the state finals. 
 
Xenia – From the smile on Chris Post’s face you would 
never have known. 
 
That is, you couldn’t have guessed that he had had 
something less than his normal contribution in 
Coldwater’s 36-6 win over Wheelersburg in Friday night’s 
Division V state semi-final game. 
 
But the fact is that it was far less than the normal Chris 
Post, hampered by a dinged-up ankle he suffered in the 
regional final a week ago against Brookville.  Winning is a 
potent healer, yes.  But it was the manner in his his 
teammate and friend Kraig Schoenherr stepped in for 
him Friday that made “Petey” Post grin from ear to ear. 
 

Schoenherr ran 11 times for 122 yards and a touchdown, caught 4 passes for 33 yards and 
another touchdown, and more than admirably filled in for his injured teammate. 
 
“He was pretty good, wasn’t he?”  said Post afterwards.  “I’d better watch out.  I might lose my 
job to him.” 
 
Well, nothing quite that dramatic, probably.  Chip Otten and Coldwater will be more than ready 
for a resuscitated Post to return next weekend when the Cavaliers return to the state finals and 
a shot at winning their fourth consecutive Division V title. 
 
“Shaney is so unselfish because he usually gets about five or six touches a game,”  said Otten in 
his post-game comments.  “But tonight he was our version of ‘beast’ mode.  I told him before 
the game that he might get the ball 20 times because we could tell that Petey wasn’t quite 
right.  Shaney’s a big strong kid at 216 pounds, he can run and catch, and he did it all for us 
tonight.”

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Schoenherr, himself, took it in stride – a right of 
passage, if you will, inherent with his status as an elder 
statesman in a program that for four years has seen 
numerous examples of such leadership. 
 
“Yeah, I think it’s about senior leadership,”  he said.  
“There’s 24 guys on this team that have played 
together since the seventh grade.  This is what we do.  
We eat, sleep, and breathe football.  Our offensive line 
made huge holes for us tonight and made it easier 
than it might have looked.” 
 
I t looked easy enough, indeed, at the start.  Aaron 
Harlamert gathered in a 13 yard touchdown pass from 
Jack Hemmelgarn on Coldwater’s opening drive of the 
game, and five minutes later took another 
Hemmelgarn strike from inside the 10 yard line to 
score and open up a 14-0 advantage. 
 
Wheelersburg played hard, and with enthusiasm befitting their 13-0 record entering the game.  
The Pirates came right back at 7:18 in the second quarter with a 7 yard run by Tanner Bivens to 
cut the deficit, but they botched the snap and hold on the extra point attempt and trailed at 
that point 14-6. 
 
Worse, whatever momentum coach Rob Woodward’s kids had mustered quickly went out the 
door when the ensuing kickoff went out of bounds and set up Coldwater with good field 
position.  The Cavs took the ball promptly down the field and Harlamert scored his third 
touchdown of the half on another 7-yard pass from Hemmelgarn to make the score 21-6. 
 
Wheelersburg could not move the ball, punted from deep in its own end, giving Coldwater the 
ball back again with good field position.  And on the second play from scrimmage Hemmelgarn 
found Schoenherr on a screen pass that he turned up field and sprinted 40 yards into the end 
zone to make the halftime score 28-6.

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“They’re just a great football program, certainly the standard for all these years in Division V,”  
said Woodward.  “We didn’t help ourselves, but our trouble was getting to the quarterback.  
Their offensive line did a tremendous job, he had all kinds of time to sit back there and scan the 
field, and whether you play man coverage or zone you can’t cover all those guys when they’re 
moving around the way they move them around.  You have to get some pressure on that 
quarterback and we couldn’t do that.  They were the better football team tonight, but I’m 
certainly proud of our kids and the steps they’ve taken to eventually be a team like Coldwater.” 
 
Coldwater, for sure, was the quicker team against what had been the prohibitive size of 
Wheelersburg throughout the season, averaging about 270 pounds across their interior lines.  It 
had served the Pirates well through their 13 victories, but on this night Coldwater’s athleticism 
and depth at the skilled positions was the difference. 
 

“This is awesome,” added 
Jack Hemmelgarn, who 
quietly tallied 126 yards 
passing and four touchdowns, 
completing 12 of 21 
attempts.  “We’ve worked so 
hard to get here and get back 
to state.  It’s just an awesome 
feeling to have a great team 
win like this with so much on 
the line.” 
 
Schoenherr, for his part, had 
a little encore up his sleeve.  
Midway through the third quarter he took a pitch from Hemmelgarn, cut behind a great block 
at the point of attack, and was into the secondary and gone for a 43-yard touchdown run and a 
34-6 lead.  In an attempt to preserve bodies, perhaps, Otten decided to go for a two-point 
conversion in hopes of gaining the running clock with a 30-point advantage.  It worked. 
 
“Mitch Clune is always aware of that and he told me, ‘Coach, go for two, right?  To get the 
running clock.’  I wasn’t even thinking about it, but I said sure, let’s do it.  We direct snapped it 
to Shaney and ended up throwing it to Jack (Hemmelgarn) in the end zone.  It was kind of fun.” 
 

Coldwater’s pass rush took quarterback Kyle Davis off his feet and out of his game. 
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What’s fun now is that fourth trip back to Columbus in four years, and the opportunity to follow 
Marion Local in winning four consecutive titles with a Division V rematch with Canton Central 
Catholic, who upended Milan Edison Friday, 17-14. 
 
“This is a very rare thing, but these seniors have put it upon themselves to get there and do it,” 
said Otten.  “Clune challenged them in our first captain’s meeting of the year…to go 15-0.  
Everybody wants to go undefeated but we had the parts.  We been healthy for the most part, 
we’ve been playing well and playing for each other, and we just keep doing it.  I’m certainly 
happy about that.” 
 
They’ve had bigger offensive nights, for sure, just 291 total yards. 
 
And to Wheelersburg’s credit on offense, Coldwater’s had better defensive nights.  Yet, they 
surrendered just 153 total yards to the Pirates. 
 
But at some point you have to 
recognize what Kraig Schoenherr 
refers to as senior leadership.  
What Otten refers to as “the 
parts”.  And how Coldwater has 
put those two things together 
now for four years in a row is the 
thing that Rob Woodward and 
the rest of Division V aspires to 
become. 
 
Petey Post smiled about it 
before leaving the field Friday. 
 
Champions becoming 
champions, becoming 
champions, becoming 
champions. 
 
“It never gets old,” he said. 

Coldwater’s quickness negated Wheelersburg’s advantage in size. 
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The magic, the work, the commitment, 
whatever…continues.  
Coldwater did what they do to win their fourth 
straight title in Division V. 

Columbus – Christmas came early in Coldwater. 

But then, it seems it always does. They won 
their fourth straight Division V title in football 
Friday and not one person, not even the Canton 
Central Catholic following, seemed surprised. 

The Cavaliers rolled up 375 total yards…106 
rushing and 287 passing…on their way to a 35-
18 domination of Canton Central Catholic (11-
4), the second year in a row they’ve been the 
team from Stark County in the season’s final 
game. 

“I don’t know what it is,” said a disconsolate CCC fan during the second half of Friday’s game. 
“They lost their quarterback from last year. Our’s came back. And we still can’t beat Coldwater. 
Where’s the luck?” 

He should have read Defiance Tinora coach Ken Krouse’s comments following his loss last week 
to another MAC team, Marion Local. He didn’t mention luck. 

“Don’t be surprised if all three MAC teams go over there (to Columbus) and win again,” said 
Krouse. “And no one is going to beat Coldwater.” 

The “beat”, as it were, goes on for the Cavaliers. 

Fifteen straight wins for the program for the 2015 season. 

Four straight state championships. 

Seven straight trips to the state finals. 

Big Plays, Big Players....Aaron Harlamert goes high to bring

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A senior class of 24 kids that during their 
career, from the 7th grade on, lost a total of six 
football games. 

“And four of them were to Marion Local,” 
grinned quarterback Jack Hemmelgarn. 

Friday, they followed what’s now become a 
familiar script. 

“We got off to a good start,” said Chip Otten in 
the winning post-game press conference. 
“We’ve done that all year, offensively, and then 
let the defense shut ’em down. We haven’t 
given up a point in the first quarter all year. 

“We did give up the one big play there in the 
third quarter on the screen play, but we have a 
great kicking game and a good defense and we 
want to make teams go 80 yards. If we can do 
that we think we can eventually get ’em 
stopped.” 

Make the point if you want…Coldwater won their latest with one hand tied behind its back. 
Running back Chris Post was still hampered by a sprained ankle and his absence was felt. For 
the second week in a row teammate Kraig Schoenherr stepped in to assume the heavy lifting 
with the running game. But CCC had done their homework since giving up 62 points to Brody 
Hoying and company a year ago. 

They held Coldwater to just one net yard rushing in the first half, forcing Schoenherr and 
quarterback Jack Hemmelgarn to execute from deeper in the playbook. 

Leading 7-3 in the second quarter after Schoenherr’s two-yard touchdown plunge in the first, 
Hemmelgarn, Aaron Harlamert, and Schoenherr connected on a 66-yard hook-and-ladder play 
midway through the second that set up an eventual 16-yard TD pass from Hemmelgarn to 
Harlamert. 

A sign of the season in Coldwater…four straight titles for 
the Cavaliers. 
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“It’s call ‘fly-flip’ and we don’t use it much, maybe once before in the playoffs,” said Otten. “We 
usually work on our trick plays on Thursday (yesterday) and I just felt that was the right time to 
use it. I don’t think they had seen it from the films they had of us. We timed it up pretty good.” 

Three plays later Harlamert’s finger-tip grab in the end zone then gave the Cavaliers some 
breathing room going to halftime, 13-3. 

Ken Krouse has been around western Ohio football a long time, prophetic about MAC football 
when he says teams like Coldwater have a blueprint from which they seldom stray. But when 
they do…….! 

“You can’t take anything for granted. And that goes back to John Reed when he was coaching 
there,” added Krouse. 

Example? 

Coldwater had the ball on the CCC 40 yard line with fourth and ten on their first possession of 
the second half. No one who knew anything about Reed, Otten, or the legacy of Cavalier 
football sensed that they would play cautiously. 

Kraig Schoenherr squeezes across the goal line for a first quarter touchdown. 
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Hemmelgarn found a streaking Kyle McKibben 
in the middle of the field and hit him wide open 
at the 10 yard line for the first down from 
inside the five. In the tradition of big plays from 
Coldwater quarterbacks at big points of the 
game, right on cue, Hemmelgarn had delivered. 

“I had no sense at all of me making a big play 
like that personally,” he would say later. “But I 
was confident that as a team someone would 
make a play like that. We made big plays all 
day, third down, fourth down. Big plays all day 
from linemen, wide receivers…it was just 
awesome.” 

And for a touch of justice, perhaps, on the next 
play from scrimmage Post and his ouchy ankle 
walked into the end zone to stretch the margin 
to 20-3. 

Four minutes later on their next possession, 
Hemmelgarn found Harlamert open again for a 
33-yard strike to open it up and seal the deal 
for the ‘four-peat’. 

Two plays into the ensuing Central Catholic 
possession quarterback Dan Platek did find 
receiver John Colangelo for a 74 catch and run 
for scoreboard respectability, but by then the 
four thousand or so who had made the trip 
from Coldwater were feeling downright “Yule-
ish”. 

At the 5:24 mark of the fourth quarter Chip Otten took his starters out, a concession to their 
four-year achievement, if not that to the perfect season that tackle Mitch Clune had promised 
in the first senior meeting of the season.

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“I told ’em all then that we were going to go 15-0 and no one was going to stop us,” Clune 
confirmed in the post-game press conference. 

Hmmmmm! Had he discovered in his four seasons as a player what Ken Krouse had known for 
years? 

A reporter unfamiliar with Mercer County asked, “Do people in Coldwater do anything but play 
football?” 

“Well, it’s a big part of what we do,” answered Otten. “But just about all of our skill kids play 
basketball and baseball, too. And I don’t know if you saw our band, but we have 102 kids in 
that, too. It’s an hour to Dayton, Muncie or Ft. Wayne if you want to go see a movie, for people 
who do things like that…so yes, we play games in Coldwater.” 

Which goes a long way towards explaining four titles in a row, undefeated seasons, and just six 
losses for a senior class of which all but one grew up in Coldwater. No one talks about going to 
movies because there’s no sense of accomplishment. Why bother? 

Some final numbers until next August: 

375 total offensive yards. 

287 yards passing for one-year wonder, Jack Hemmelgarn. 

142 yards receiving and two touchdowns for Aaron Harlamert. 

73 yards rushing and two touchdowns for Kraig Schoenherr. 

And while the 24 seniors leave the program, no one takes for granted that there’s not 
replacements on hand to step in and make their own Christmas a year from now…Hanukkah, 
Kwanzaa, or even Festivus for those who understand Seinfeld. 

Feats of strength, or airing of some grievances. “Nobody’s gonna’ beat Coldwater,” some might 
lament. Others, who know, say it with pride. 

Recently, they’ve been right! 
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
